	Brief Outline
	Autumn 1
Children will learn about their bodies and be able to label the simple parts of the body.
They will learn about the senses and the related body parts. 
They will describe, observe and compare the human body, discussing if all humans are the same.
Autumn 2
Pupils will use the local environment to explore and answer questions about animals in their habitat, they should learn how to identify and group them.
They should understand how to take care of animals.
They should become familiar with the common names of fish, amphibians, reptiles, birds and mammals, including those that are kept as pets.
They will group together animals according to their different features.
	Children will learn to discuss, name and answer questions about everyday materials and their properties.
They will experiment with a wide variety of materials, performing simple tests to answer questions. 
	Children will briefly learn the parts of a plant and why the key parts of a plant are important (their jobs).
In DT week we will plant seeds and the children will bring them home for observation. We will keep one in class and discuss development.
We will briefly compare to their plants at home and their progress and discuss possible reasons for differences.


	
	Ongoing – Plants and Seasonal Changes

	Brief Outline
	Children will use the local environment throughout the year to explore and answer questions about plants growing in their habitat. 
They will observe the growth of flowers and plants that they have planted and keep records of how plants have changed over time. .
They will become familiar with common names of flowers and trees, and compare and group them.

	Brief Outline
	
	They will develop their understanding of chronological order and be able to put their own significant milestones/ events in a time line. 
They will be able to make comparisons of themselves now and themselves when they were a baby. Children will be learning about Aintree and how it has changed.
They will be learning about homes in the past and the similarities and differences.

	Children will learn about the tragic event – The Titanic.
They will learn how to use sources to find out about what happened and why it happened.
They will learn about the different people that this tragic event effected and how it has changed our lives and travel today.

	Our Local Area (Aintree)

	Our Local Area v a Local Area in Africa
	Our City (Liverpool)

	Brief Outline
	A brief introduction to our upcoming topic. We will receive our first letter from our pen pal. We will start to compare our local area and Abebe’s area. We will start by discussing our schools and classrooms.


	The children will have a pen pal in a small village in Africa. This will be used a starting point for exploring similarities and differences of our local area and a similar sized area in Africa. We will explore similarities and differences under the headings of houses, buildings, facilities, amenities, school, school day and life in general.

Children will learn about the key physical and human features in Aintree. 
They will make maps and plans including some of these features. 
They will use aerial photographs to recognise landmarks and basic human and physical features. 
They will begin to use directional language to describe where things are (e.g., near, far, left and right). 
They will use simple fieldwork skills to study the geography of their school and its grounds and the surrounding environment.


	 Children will learn about where Liverpool is on a map and the key physical and human features. 
They will discuss the importance of the River Mersey and how our city has grown because of this. 
They will use simple fieldwork skills to study the geography of their wider local area.

	Autumn & Winter – 
Children will observe the weather across a series of days. 
Children will learn the weather symbols and use them to record the weather. 
They will measure the temperature and think about appropriate clothing they might need to wear. 
	Spring-
Children will observe the weather across a series of days.
They will discuss how the weather has changed since Autumn and Winter.
They will pretend to give weather forecasts while being recorded. 
	Summer- 
Children will make more detailed weather observations. 
They will measure wind speed and direction, rainfall and temperature. 
They will make bar charts to show the highest and lowest temperature in each month and draw conclusions about these.

	Brief Outline
	We will work through booklet from Plan Bee. This includes learning briefly about different food groups and mentions the need for a balanced diet. We will discuss health and safety in cooking.
