Science skills at the heart of the curriculum
Developing strong science skills in primary school sets the foundation for a lifelong interest in the subject. 
Curiosity
Demonstrating a natural curiosity about the world and how things work. We encourage our learners to ask questions and express a desire to explore and discover.
Observation
Science is instrumental in developing keen observational skills through noticing details and patterns in the natural world.
Critical Thinking and Problem Solving:
Children are required to think analytically and critically about scientific concepts. We encourage our children to apply problem-solving skills to scientific enquiry.
Communication
The children communicate effectively to ask questions and formulate explanations using appropriate scientific vocabulary.
Teamwork
At Holy Rosary, children collaborate with peers on group science fair projects and experiments in class. This helps them to develop an understanding of the importance of sharing responsibilities and contributing to the success of a team.
Research Skills
Science introduces basic research skills, such as gathering information from reliable sources. Children also develop their ability to record their learning in a variety of different ways to demonstrate their understanding.
