	Staff confidence has risen since the introduction of Complete PE and receiving CPD through external providers especially in Dance and Gymnastics.








The purchase of playground equipment has promoted more active lunch times through Year 5 Play Leaders, fitness equipment and table tennis tables. 









Children were offered a range of 25 different extra-curricular clubs throughout the year. Responses from Pupil Voice questionnaire saw the implementation of running club, dance and multi skills (cricket, basketball)



Sports week raised the profile of PE by giving children the opportunity to take part in a range of taster activities. The Olympic athlete visit inspired children and introduced them to a new sport. 
Active Sefton worked with targeted year groups to deliver healthy lifestyles workshops, which were informative and well-received.





Increased the number of children/opportunities for participation in competitive sport in KS2, both intra and inter-school competitions: table tennis; football; cross-country; swimming; Whack-it-ball; multi-skills; netball... 

All pupils given the opportunity to engage in intra school competitions.

Outdoor adventurous activities provided off-site for year 6 pupils- Robinwood, Wrexham.

Liverpool Watersports Centre visit was subsidised so that all year 6 pupils could experience a full day of watersports activities, developing watersports skills as well as resilience, motor competence, team building and water confidence. 
	For 2024 / 2025, some of our focuses will be: 
· To continue to offer staff CPD so that all staff feel confident delivering high quality Physical Education. This will also ensure a continued increase in pupil attainment and enjoyment of PE.
· Develop assessment using the Complete PE online tool. Provide CPD for new staff in using this. PE Subject leads to use the online tool to analyse assessment data, looking for trends or areas for development.
· Sports Monitors to introduce ‘Craze of the week’ to increase participation and use of playground equipment.



· Engage with SSCO and All Star Coaching to continue the broad offer of ASC
· Plan in learning walks and monitoring of external providers.


· Run Sports Week again to build on the enthusiasm generated this time. Use pupil voice to suggest other sports children would like included in order to engage even more pupils
· Engage with Active Sefton again to roll out workshops to other year groups.
·  Daily Mile to be embedded more into the curriculum- in line with the afternoon movement break- to ensure more children are active during the day, 5 days a week.








· Continue to develop our competition provision opportunities and relationships with local sports clubs. Work with our SSCO Harry Beenham to plan a programme of PE provision closely linked to a timetable of MADCOS as well as Sefton-wide inter-school competitions across the year and across year groups.
